Minimalist but not humdrum, slightly pretentious without being obsessive, visionary but mostly
practical...this is how we can describe the style of the Parisian designer Inga Sempe.

She established her own studio twenty years ago
and ever since she has worked for some of the most prestigious global brands: Ligne Roset,
LucePlan, Wastberg, Moustache, Alessi, Roros, Hay, Svenkst Tenn, Cassina, Cappellini, Edra,
Baccaral, Magis, Pallucco etc. She has participated in dozens of exhibitions around the world
and has won a number of awards, some of which are the Grand Prize of creation of Paris in
2003 and the Createur de I'annee in Stockholm in 2012.
